POWERtalk Website Template
Does your club have its own website?

The International Board is making the domain name “powertalk.me” available for clubs, councils and regions who sign up for a new website template. The template which mirrors the professional branding of the POWERtalk International Website, allows you to change and update the content to suit your needs. With a very simple manual and assistance from the Website Template Coordinator clubs/council/regions can add their own photographs, meeting information and news in a matter of minutes, as often as they like, without any technical computer skills.
Clubs/councils/regions signing up for the website template will pay to IMS a once-only fee of NZ$50 for the domain name registration and the website template, plus a fee of NZ$120 per year for Webhosting. Link to currency converter!
Website domain names will be the club/council/region’s name followed by the “powertalk.me” domain, for example http://vancouver.powertalk.me.
Once a club/council/region has signed up for a template they will receive instructions from the Website Template Coordinator. The club/council/region Webmaster can then log in to the template and add their own information. No extra uploading or editing program is needed.
